(Click) As you can see, it also the meeting room’s large format data display,
Ideal for presentations, command and control and viewing just about any
other data that you can think of. It replaces the room’s aging projector. I'll
talk more about the advantages over projectors a little bit later.

(Click) It's also room’s remote collaboration display with its ability to
seamlessly integrate with WebEx®, Go-to-Meeting® & Skype® for conducting
webinars, video conferences and more.

(Click) And, Sharp’s Interactive Displays can also be used for Interactive
Digital Signage applications.
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This chart depicts the target markets for Interactive Whiteboard Displays.

When you think about whiteboards, the first market that comes to mind is the
Education market, depicted in green. Here in the U.S., the K-12 public school
market is highly penetrated by Smart Technologies, which have targeted this
sector for more than 20 years and have done a great job taking advantage of
federal and state grants as well as integrating their software into the course
curriculum. The college and university market, with its focus on research and
collaboration, may be a better target market.

There’s also the signage market, depicted in the pinkish color. These sales
tend to be large-scale projects with relatively long sales cycles.

And there’s the business office market, with it's abundance of conference
rooms, meeting rooms, executive suites, training rooms, and showrooms.
This market is prime for upgrading as it's primarily serviced by antiquated
projector, dry-erase boards and flip charts..

Let's take a look at how we’ve re-price positioned our Interactive Whiteboard products.

Our goal was to re-position our big interactive displays so that their price positioned in the
same ballpark with projector-based interactive boards.

(Click) To do that and get ready for the launch of the new 70" PN-L702B, we started by
slashing the price of the current PN-L601B.

(Click) And now we're ready to begin taking orders on the new 70” model, which is price
positioned in that price slot and is 70% lower price than a similar size, non-LED backlit display
from the competition.

(Click) By next month or early November, we be shipping the new generation 60” interactive
whiteboard - the PN-L602B, which is price positioned approximately 50% lower than its
predecessor.

With this new price positioning and product capabilities, we think this is a real winner.

When a projector based system is used the presenter will cast a shadow on
the viewing surface. It's inherent in the technology. Even the latest ultra-short
throw projectors don’t completely eliminate it.

Secondly, there’s resolution. Most professional projectors only provide a
maximum of 1200 x 800 resolution, as compared to the Sharp Interactive
Whiteboard’'s 1920 x 1080 HD resolution.

The details are lost in the projected image, while on the Sharp interactive
whiteboard its crisp and clear.

What's more, the overwhelming majority of projectors being used today only
support 4:3 format, making them obsolete when being used with today’s high
res media content.
